1. Our proposal to retain the current APM322a, Department Policies on Teaching Effectiveness, was passed by the Senate.

An email from Dr. Scott Moore inquired about the possibility of exempting Continuing and Global Education (CGE) courses from evaluation through student ratings. Faculty members that teach CGE courses must abide by APM 322, Policy on Teaching Effectiveness, and APM 322a (Departmental Policy on Teaching Effectiveness), which sets the minimum number of courses that must be evaluated through student ratings for each faculty 
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member. The courses that are to be evaluated are selected as a result of collaboration between the faculty member and the Department Chair. It is the faculty member’s department which administers the student ratings and not Division of Continuing & Global Studies. A memo stating this will be sent to Dr. Scott Moore.
